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Introduction

The Code of Conduct

Tenpoint’s Code of Conduct (“the Code”) establishes the Company’s overarching ethics and compliance standards.

This Code applies to all employees and, where applicable, contractors, consultants, agents, and other third parties acting on behalf
of Tenpoint. By adhering to the standards described in this Code, we enable Tenpoint to operate with integrity, transparency, and
accountability in all aspects of our business. For the purpose of this Code, “Partners” include contractors, consultants and vendors
that perform services on behalf of Tenpoint.

THE MAIN PROVISIONS OF THE CODE ARE:

e Allindividuals covered by this Code are responsible for always demonstrating honesty, integrity, and respect in their
work activities, complying with applicable laws and regulations, and adhering to Company policies and procedures,
including this Code of Conduct.

e Managers and leaders are accountable for fostering a culture of compliance, modeling ethical conduct, and
addressing concerns promptly and appropriately within their areas of responsibility.

e Tenpoint is committed to fostering a culture in which individuals feel empowered to raise concerns regarding legal
compliance, Company policy, or ethical conduct without fear of retaliation.

e Employees who learn of or suspect a legal, ethical, or policy violation are required to report it promptly to their
supervisor, Human Resources, Compliance or anonymously at Tenpointtx.ethicspoint.com,
Tenpointtxmobile.ethicspoint.com or 833-940-1073.

e Tenpoint strictly prohibits retaliation against anyone who, in good faith, raises issues, concerns, or allegations of
compliance violations or unethical conduct.

e Tenpoint will review and address allegations of misconduct in accordance with applicable Company policies and law.
Violations of this Code may result in disciplinary and corrective action, up to and including termination of employment,

While covering a wide range of business practices and procedures, this Code cannot and
does not cover every issue that may arise, or every situation where decisions must be made;
rather, it sets forth key guiding principles that represent Company policies and established
conditions for continued employment.

Where permitted by law and available through the Tenpoint Ethics Hotline, reports may be made anonymously.
Tenpoint does not permit retaliation of any kind against employees for good-faith reports of Code violations.

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Responsible Social Media

Nothing in this section is intended to restrict or interfere with employee’s right to maintain blogs or webpages, or to participate in social media,
including X (Twitter), Facebook, Instagram, LinkedIn and similar sites. However, to protect the Company’s interests, employees must adhere
to the guidelines that apply to social media activities by employees.

Insider Trading

All non-public information about Tenpoint (or

Record Keeping

Company records, such as financial information, product information, and government filings, must be an accurate and
verifiable record of all activities and transactions. All data must be recorded and maintained according to Tenpoint’s
record retention policies and procedures.

Tenpoint’s processes are designed to ensure reasonable assurance of effective and efficient
operations, compliance with laws and regulations, and the safeguarding of assets and
reliable financial information (Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002).

Tenpoint employees and Partners entrusted with control over these assets and financial information, shall, through the use
and maintenance of controls, implement and uphold an environment in line with Tenpoint's Compliance Framework. Financial
information shall be presented fairly, in all material respects, reflecting the financial position of Tenpoint. Maintaining
undisclosed or unrecorded funds or assets and liabilities established for any purpose is prohibited

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The manner in which information is recorded reflects on Tenpoint’s scientific and business integrity, and all employees are
responsible for adhering to the highest standards of their profession. Reports and interpretation of data and results (including
financial results) must be done in good faith and in such a manner as to prevent misleading the reader, or disguising or
misrepresenting any aspect of a transaction. Falsification of records or misrepresentation of facts is prohibited by Tenpoint.

Business records and communications often become public and therefore the content of such records and communication
must be professional, precise, and accurate, and may not contain exaggeration, derogatory remarks, guesswork, or inappropriate
characterizations of people and companies. This applies equally to electronic communications (such as email), internal memos,

and formal reports.

Company records must be maintained, stored and, when appropriate, destroyed in accordance with Tenpoint’s record retention
policies and SOPs, and in compliance with applicable laws and regulations (e.g., drug regulatory, environmental,

tax, employment, and trade regulations).

Under certain circumstances, such as litigation or governmental agency requests, Tenpoint may be required to preserve

documents and information beyond their normal retention period.

To understand which records must be preserved, or if a question arises as to the interpretation of a records and information retention policy,

the Legal Department should be consulted.

Intellectual Property

Protecting Tenpoint’s intellectual property is essential to maintaining a competitive advantage. We are expected to establish,
support, maintain and defend Tenpoint’s intellectual property (including but not limited to patents, patent applications, trade secrets,
trade names, service marks, and copyrights) in a manner that protects the highly sensitive nature

of the information and its commercial value to Tenpoint.

It is against
Tenpoint’s policy to use or divert any Tenpoint property,
including services of other employee’s and Tenpoint’s
information, for personal advantage or benefit or for use
in non-Tenpoint business activities or non-business
activities unrelated to Tenpoint.

Equipment & Electronic Communications

Tenpoint laptops, communications devices/equipment, and networks may only be used in accordance with Company policy and
may never be used to access, receive, or transmit material that is illegal or inappropriate. If sending proprietary or confidential
information to persons outside of Tenpoint’s email system or if receiving information from persons that are transmitting such
information via a non-company email or data transfer system, Tenpoint’s IT safety protocols and precautions must be observed.

Scientific misconduct disregards the intellectual contributions and property of others,
impedes the progress of research, and corrupts the scientific record.

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Interactions with Healthcare Professionals
& Promotional Activities

We are committed to the appropriate use of its products and recognizes the importance of providing Healthcare Professionals
(HCPs) with the critical information that they need to make fully informed prescribing decisions.

For the purposes of this Code, an HCP is any person or entity that interacts directly with patients and has a role in the diagnosis or
treatment of the patient or is licensed and permitted by law to prescribe drugs for medical use, or is in a position to arrange for or
recommend the purchase of Tenpoint's products.

Interactions and communications undertaken on behalf of Tenpoint must be focused on informing HCPs about Tenpoint’s products,
providing scientific and educational information, and supporting medical education. Since Tenpoint provides information through
various channels, it is critical that promotional interactions and communications are in full conformity with applicable approved
product labeling and meet the highest professional, marketing, and promotional standards.

Monitoring the Safety, Performance & Quality
of Tenpoint’s Products

Patient safety, through the optimal performance and quality of products, is fundamental to our Company’s mission. Tenpoint takes
seriously its commitment to ensure that our products have and maintain an acceptable risk-to-benefit profile when used in
accordance with the product labeling and good medical practice.

From a quality perspective, we continue to work with our Partners both internally and externally to attain and sustain E2C (Efficient,
Effective and Compliant) quality including implementing and continuously improving robust quality systems, drive operational
excellence, and ensuring that all sites that manufacture Tenpoint product maintain sustainable compliance.

We perform extensive and robust non-clinical and clinical testing to identify the safety and tolerability profile of products and, once
approved for use, the products are continuously monitored through the use of post-marketing surveillance and spontaneous reports
from prescribers and consumers.

It is our responsibility to promptly report any adverse drug experiences that we become aware of that could be associated with a
Tenpoint product to Tenpoint’s Pharmacovigilance Team.

WHAT IS AN ADVERSE DRUG EVENT/EXPERIENCE?

An adverse drug event/experience is defined as any unfavorable and unintended sign, symptom, or disease
associated with the use of the product irrespective of causal relationship.

It also includes:

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Our Commitment
to Fair Business Practice

Tenpoint is committed to conducting business ethically and with integrity.

Interactions with vendors, customers, competitors, collaborators, healthcare professionals, patients, and government officials must
always be legal, transparent, and ethical. Offering or accepting an inducement (financial or otherwise) in exchange for the purchase
of and/or recommendation to purchase a product or service is inappropriate and prohibited.

Examples of prohibited “inducements” to secure business may include:

« Gifts, entertainment, or hospitality that is excessive or lavish

» Donations to third parties at the request or direction of another party

» Paying travel expenses or accommodations for an individual without a legitimate business purpose
» Accepting or providing a gift, money, cash equivalent, or other item of value

* Providing free goods or services

» Payments to government officials to influence governmental actions

Gifts & Entertainment

NON-GOVERNMENTAL, NON-HCP BUSINESS ASSOCIATES

The provision of anything of value such as a modest meal, gift and/or entertainment, may be acceptable under certain
circumstances, the business courtesy must be reasonable in nature, permissible under applicable laws and regulations, and
compatible with industry standards and local customs. To avoid even the appearance of a conflict of interest, employees must
inform their supervisor and subsequently Compliance.

Tenpoint employees are strictly prohibited from requesting business courtesies of any kind. If refusal of a gift that exceeds normal
business courtesy would offend the giver, the gift should be accepted and then forwarded to the Corporate Compliance Office for
appropriate handling.

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HEALTHCARE PROFESSIONALS (HCPS)

Offering anything of value to HCPs is regulated in many countries by law and/or industry codes, which are concerned with the
potential conflict of interest created by the industry’s influence on HCPs. In general, the provision of anything of value to HCPs with
the intent to inappropriately induce an HCP to prescribe, purchase or recommend a Tenpoint product is prohibited. There may be
exceptions in certain countries, but employees must use caution and good judgement. Contact Compliance or Legal

GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS

Many countries have anti-bribery laws regulating the offering of business courtesies to government employees and representatives
(collectively, “government officials”). Tenpoint policy prohibits offering, promising, paying, or giving anything of value, directly or
indirectly, to a government official for the purpose of unduly influencing a government action.

Prohibited items of value may include, but are not limited to, cash payments, meals, personal gifts, travel, and entertainment.
